The latter part of your statement is absolutely incorrect. As of today, Feb 11, my first comment was submitted on Feb 4 "7 days ago", ("6 days ago" relative to your Feb 10 reply), but it most certainly was NOT published that same day. It did not appear here until Saturday Feb 8. As is clearly shown in my screencaptures, it said "deleted" on Feb 5. What is your specific explanation for the "deleted" words that resulted from the comment links?  What mechanism exists within the Discus system that would cause a comment which is otherwise "under moderation" for four days to be labeled as "deleted" after only one day? If you have no explanation, will you seek one directly from the Disqus people?

I respectfully request that you place ALL of my comments online, so that readers may view the timeline of those comments and see when I first voiced a complaint about the appearance of deletions last Wednesday, Feb 5. Assuming you have already chosen not to put them online, that would explain why my first complaint from Feb 5 currently displays as being "deleted" ( http://www.hewlett.org/blog/posts/there-comes-point#comment-1232711868 screencapture: http://oi60.tinypic.com/14btbb6.jpg full Feb 5 text: http://oi61.tinypic.com/2z5qgk3.jpg ). If you make the decision to include my other comments, will they then follow the same sequence as the ones you said were never deleted, i.e., their link results will first show "under moderation", but when I click the "see your comment", it will display them with incorrect formatting?

Point being, without a solid explanation for the "deleted" labels on the comments I submitted at Mr Karmer's blog post and at Erin Rogers', the appearance remains that my comments and others were seen, and deleted - no room for debate, in other words - up to the point where my complaint apparently prompted attention by Mr Kramer, and then they were again "under moderation" replete with incorrect formatting, indicating such errors might have happened when they were placed in, or retrieved from, your virtual trash can.
